I sent you an e-mail about the liability insurance, which is not on the agenda, I went out and asked Ramsburg as well as Van Nostran, Young and Love Insurance to quote on the property, the general liability, the employers liability, auto, what the umbrella would be on those companies.  I also asked for the Police, professional liability, and public official’s liability.  It’s a good time to do that with the economy and everything else, I wanted to see where we’re at, we are really getting competitive numbers from our current provider which is Van Nostran, Young and Love.  The spreadsheet I left in your mailboxes as well as the e-mail to show that there almost dead on with their quotes at approximately $27,000 per year for all of that plus some more.  What I’m looking for is if you separate them down there are different limits and Ramsburg has higher limits and a bigger umbrella by $200.
Discussion pursued explaining the umbrella.

MAYOR

Not much to report on.  We are very close to getting the final results from the Auditor’s office on the West Maple Street assessments we thought for sure we would have them by last week end.  

LAW DIRECTOR

I have one ordinance and one resolution. 

First Reading ~ Ordinance No. 1-09.22 amending Chapter 923 with regard to Ordinance No. 93.43 as adopted as part of the Ohio Basic Code, titled Procedure When Owner Fails to Comply with Notice, and Ordinance No. 93.44, titled Written Return to County Auditor, amount as a Lien Upon Property, and declare the same to be an emergency.

This is the ordinance we talked about last meeting about changing our high weeds ordinance to that if we have to send a service out to mow, that in addition to charging the actual cost and putting that as a lien against someone’s real property  that we would also impose a civil fine against the property.

Motion made by Mr. Sullivan to remove emergency from Ordinance, second by Mr. Hough and passed by all in attendance.

Motion made by Mr. Hough to accept the first reading of Ordinance 1-09.22, second by Ms Billings and passed by all in attendance.

Ordinance No. 1-09.23 amending Ordinance 1-03.26 levying special assessments for the purpose of improving and extending the sanitary sewer system of the Village of Hartville along S.R. 619 (West Maple Street) and declaring the same to be an emergency.

Discussion pursued on how to resolve this Ordinance No. 1-09.23 with Auditors and/or owners.

First Reading ~ Resolution No. 2-09.08 designating Huntington National Bank as the public depository of the public moneys of the Village of Hartville funds and declaring the same to be an emergency.

Motion made by Mr. Hough to remove the emergency on Resolution No. 2-09.08, second by Mr. Sullivan and passed by all.

Motion made by Mr. Sullivan to accept the first reading of Resolution No. 2-09.08, second by Ms Billings and passed by all.

ENGINEER

Kent Avenue Construction ~ It has been done for 2 weeks and a day.  I am quite pleased as to how it came out.  Rough cost finalizing everything with DiPietro, the total cost of the project including ME Companies’ fee as well , was in the neighborhood of $320,000.  With all the grants and what nots the actual cost to the Village is around $34,000.  I’ll get you a breakdown as soon as this is finalized.
Discussion pursued.

N. Prospect Street Design ~ We have finished those plans and actually turned in the Ohio Public Works Application today.  We also turned in a OPWC application as you aware for the waste water treatment plant and also for the Sunnyside and Park Lane sanitary sewer replacement project.
Prospect & Maple signal with Wheeling & Lake Erie Crossing Ohio Rail Development Commission, “sent preliminary” agreement for Village review.

Still waiting a letter from the Ohio Rail Development Commission and what that letter  will detail is what their stimulus project will pay for what they want us to replace, upgrade at the Maple Prospect signal.  I’m still awaiting that letter, they did say the project would move slowly.
Discussion pursued.

Recreation ~ I have a letter from Karen Cox, she is the one running that Hartville Major Day Event next October.  She wanted to come to the meeting to give a little update but she wasn’t able to make it.  She’s got a steering committee set up which includes her, Brandon Moore from US Bank and Pam Allen, Teresa Allen, Howard Hanna Realty and Rev. Richard Beck from Grace United Church and she is trying to get a few more people on it.  She presented an outline of the event to the Hartville Lions Club yesterday and they like the concept and are willing to help.  She is going to the Uniontown Lions Club and Rotary Groups to gain their support also.  She is looking for grants that she can apply for to assist with funding for various elements of the event.  And she is right now trying to determine the cost for the different elements so she knows the dollar amounts she needs to raise.  Her next steering committee meeting will be Tuesday, September 22nd  at 8:00 a.m. at the Pantry.  The members of Council and the Mayor are welcome to attend.
And she is having a large organizational meeting to which all interested parties are encouraged to attend the week of October 12th  through the 15th and the date, time and location will be on the Chamber of Commerce website and she’ll get the information to Council.  The purpose of the meeting will be to answer questions, address concerns and organize working subcommittees that will coordinate various aspects of the event.  All is welcome to join us and help plan for what should be an outstanding event.
Commerce Development ~  Nothing at this time.

Tree Board ~ Going to schedule tree pruning.

Zoning Book ~ We met on September 8th to try and inject more energy or more focus on the mission of the zoning book had been really to review almost kind of starting over and rebuilding the wheel so to speak, looking at every page and trying to decipher it with some help from the Mayor and members of the Committee were taking a different approach seeking out the best of different municipalities zoning and we are going to mold it so to speak with the experience of some of the committee members and the Mayor to take those best applications and put them into the zoning book.  With that being said, I was wondering if the committee would be able to meeting next Tuesday, and see if that works. Meeting scheduled for September 22nd at 7:30 p.m.
Sewer Rate ~ We met on September 9th and still talking about when to implement the changes, meters are preferred avenue of billing for commercial applications, we’re not to that point yet and so we are still punching numbers.  We have another meeting scheduled.
