OLD BUSINESS
I don’t know if you remember back we got a purchase order put out for Ohio Pump to come in and pull the pump at Sunnyside Lift Station to see what was wrong with that.  We pulled it out and we got that done and there was a little bit of debris and also there might have been some debris in the check valve itself.  We didn’t see any reason why to change out the pump at that time.  We have been monitoring it and so far it is using just a little bit more hours like one hour last week end more than the other pump the whole weekend.  

NEW BUSINESS

I have three requisitions, they are all budgeted items.  The first one is to calibrate the flow meters down at the sewer plant and that’s a UPA requirement once a year.  The second 
one is the glove that we use, the skin tight gloves with the protector and the third is the gloves we use outside in the cold weather.

I have a monthly report that you should have received in September and there were no violations for the month.

Discussion concerning hearing from the EPA.

Burgess and Niple had a kick off meeting for the design of the sewer plant just to go over what we talked about in the past and see if there was anything new to add.  There was really nothing we added to it, we just wanted to clarify some things with them to be sure they get in there, especially the valve replacements.
Discussion pursued concerning this meeting.

Gary has the Cash Flow report through September year to date.  There is not a lot to say there other than we are tracking appropriately.   The main thing is the collection of sewer bills, that’s the vast majority of the revenue.  Nothing changed with the assessment money.  Get past this week and work next 2 to 3 weeks on budgets for next year and start getting that ground work laid out.  First of all the County Auditor is expecting it so we have to have a temporary budget available for the first quarter of 2010.  I also want to sit down with Tom and just hash it out, go down item by item and drop in things that we might see that is coming this year.  I finally got some numbers back from the County Auditor and then in August I submitted some numbers, everybody did, and I got the feedback, it looks like we’re going to end up with about an identical budget as this year, which is actually surprising, so that is actually good news to me.  I just spent the last few days up in Sandusky with Ohio Association of Public Treasurers, so it was a state meeting and we met with Kevin Boyce who is the State Treasurer, the general attorney was there and spoke and some significant people from the State Auditor’s department so we had some pretty high profile people there.  I was very impressed, there was a lot of transparency, openness, and just everybody has to pull together here because things are pretty tough.  
Discussion pursued.
